About INOCHI NO MATSURI

The first INOCHI NO MATSURI was held in the
Yatsugatake area of Nagano in August 1988.
Around 10,000 people came together in a
beautiful mountain setting for a weeklong
celebration under the theme of “No Nukes, One
Love.” This was partly inspired by the Chernobyl
nuclear disaster that happened two years earlier.
Since then, the festival has been held once every 12
years in August, in the year of the dragon
according to the Chinese zodiac. The roots of the
festival can be traced to the counterculture
movement of the 1960s and 1970s, which brought
together music, art, poetry, environmental
awareness, alternative lifestyles, respect for
indigenous cultures and peace activism.

Similar to previous festivals, INOCHI NO
MATSURI 2024 will encompass many genres of
music, including contemporary ones but also some
with ancient origins in Japan and Asia. There will
be workshops, food and craft stalls, healing spaces
and kids’ areas, talks and discussions. But it’s not
limited to just the published schedule—no doubt
there will be many spontaneous collaborative
sessions among festival participants. We’re looking
forward to meeting you!
